Work for English IV, periods 3 and 5.
You will need to complete pgs. 92-95 in your workbook. You will be reading 2 of Shakespeare’s Sonnets #s 29 and 116. Here are Read and Response questions that need to be completed IN ADDITION TO page 95 in the workbook.

SONNET 29
In this sonnet the speaker describes how he rids himself of such ugly emotions as envy, self-pity, self-hatred, and the dismal belief that everybody else is luckier than he is.

Thinking Critically
1.  Like many of Shakespeare’s sonnets, Sonnet 29 is actually a single sentence. In the long introductory clause, what does the speaker say he envies? The speaker envies anyone who has reason to hope, is handsome, has friends ro has ability and power.
2.  The main clause begins the turn. In what line does the turn occur?  The turn begins at line 9. 
What remembrance changes the speaker’s state of mind?  The speaker’s state of mind changes when he remembers the love for the person addressed in the sonnet. 
3.  How does the speaker’s tone, or attitude, change after the turn? The speaker’s attitude changes from self-pity to delight or self-acceptance.
4.  What simile does the speaker use in lines 11–12 to describe his new state of mind? The speaker compares his himself to a lark.
Does this simile strike you as a good description of joy?  A lark sings with joy.
5.  Do you think that love has this power to transform our feelings? Love can lift one’s heart and make one happy.
Discuss your responses to the poem.  This poem demonstrates how a man can be full of self-pity one minute and then be full of happiness as he remembers the love of a woman.

SONNET 116
Perhaps the most famous of Shakespeare’s sonnets, Sonnet 116 defines true love metaphorically as “the marriage of true minds.” Such love is completely firm against all “impediments,” a word taken from the priest’s remarks to those attending a Church of England wedding service: “If any of you know cause or just impediment why these persons should not be joined together…”

Thinking Critically
1.  What metaphors in this sonnet describe the steadiness of love?  The metaphors in this sonnet are: “It is an ever-fixed mark” Line 5 and “It is the star to every wandering bark.” Line 7
2.  Where does the speaker define love by what it is not and by what it does not do?  Love is defined in lines 2-4, 9 and 11.  He defines love by saying what love is not and what it does not do.
3.  How is time personified in this poem?  ‘Time is a grim reaper’ is how love is personified.
4.  Where does the turn in this sonnet take place? The turn happens at lines 13-14. 
How do you think the speaker’s voice might change as he speaks this line? Line 13 might spoken clearly (strong) and Line 14 might be spoken with sarcasm.
5.  What single quality of true love does this sonnet emphasize?  The sonnet emphasizes the consistency of love. 
6.  How could this sonnet be used to justify a difference in the lovers’ ages?  Love grows and deepens with age. 
7.  This poem is read at both weddings and funerals. Do you think the poem is equally appropriate for either occasion? The message of the poem is that love is forever and that is appropriate for funerals AND weddings. 
Explain why or why not.
